The title of your manuscript should follow a specific format. Capitalize the first letter of each major word, except for prepositions.

	ABSTRACT
The abstract should provide a concise summary of the research, highlighting the main objectives, methods, findings, and conclusions. It must be clear, informative, and restricted to a single paragraph with a word limit of 250 words. Avoid using abbreviations in the abstract unless absolutely necessary. If abbreviations are used, they must be defined at their first mention. The abstract must be followed by a set of keywords (maximum of 6), each starting with a capital letter and italicized. These keywords help in indexing the article and should be separated by semicolons

INTRODUCTION
MAJ supports the author to publish both research and review articles.
• RESEARCH articles should focus on original investigations and innovative research
  contributions relevant to the agriculture domain.
• REVIEW articles should focus on in-depth explorations or review on previously        

  conducted research by laboratory or research experts.
The introduction should briefly describe the work in a clear and concise manner, providing the necessary background and context. It must explain the research problem, its significance, and the main objectives of the study. Be sure to cite key references and outline any prior relevant research to support the study's originality. The submission must include a certificate signed by all authors to affirm the originality of the research.
The data collected should not exceed three years in age. Article/s submitted to MAJ must not be submitted to any other journals and it should not be in possible consideration for publications with any other publishers. No part of a paper published by MAJ should be reproduced or published elsewhere without a written permission from the publisher. The content of the manuscript must not include information whose disclosure will be prejudicial to the national interest.
It is essential to ensure that articles submitted to the journal are not under consideration by any other publication. Once accepted, the article will undergo a peer review process. The journal prioritizes content related to agriculture, and both the quality and relevance of the article to the journal’s scope will be evaluated before initiating the review. If the article aligns with the journal’s focus, it will be sent to three subject-matter experts for review. The first round of reviews typically takes about one month. If the feedback is favorable, the likelihood of acceptance increases. Articles are accepted on the condition that their contributions are original, have not been published elsewhere, and that authors have obtained the necessary permissions for publishing any secondary data or materials included.
MATERIALS AND METHODS
This section should describe the methods used in your research. If using a standard, previously published method, reference the original source. Any modifications to existing methods should be clearly stated. The materials and equipment used should also be outlined. It is recommended to present this section in subsections for clarity. Use standardized abbreviations for units of measurement and ensure that SI units are applied throughout.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
In this section, present the findings of your research in a clear, logical, and concise manner. The results should be accompanied by relevant tables, graphs, and figures to support your claims. The discussion should compare your findings with prior work, analyze the implications, and suggest future areas of research. A brief conclusion summarizing the main findings and their significance can be included at the end of this section.
TABLES, FIGURES, IMAGES AND GRAPHS
Tables:
Tables should be numbered consecutively in the manuscript and placed on separate sheets. They must have a descriptive heading in lowercase, starting with the word “Table” followed by the number (e.g., Table 1). The placement of tables in the manuscript should be indicated in the text. Only minimum tables are encouraged,all possible

tables should be converted into coloured graphs with error bar.

Figures and Graphs:
Figures, structures, graphs, and diagrams must be submitted in JPEG format, preferably through MS Word or MS PowerPoint. Photographs should be submitted in high resolution. Color photographs may incur additional charges. Ensure that each figure is numbered consecutively (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2), and their approximate position in the text is indicated. Each graph should be in color with error bars shown on the top right of the graph. Figures and graphs must be of high quality, clear, and legible when reduced in size. Ensure that all lettering within figures remains legible, even after resizing.
Image:
Images criteria must be followed as suggested by DOAJ. Images should be relevant to the Research topic. High resolution (300 DPI for print, 72 DPI for web). Common formats: JPEG, PNG, TIFF, SVG. Clear, readable text and graphics. Properly labeled with figure numbers, captions, and references in the text .
Map Preparation: 

If maps are used, ensure that they are based on authorized sources. If creating a map without an authorized base, a certificate of authorization must be submitted. All maps should adhere to the publishing requirements released by the relevant governmental bodies.
FORMULAE AND ABBREVIATIONS
Equations should be clearly typed using the Microsoft Equation Editor or another suitable tool. All symbols and notations must be clearly defined and consistent throughout the document. Equations must be displayed on separate lines and numbered consecutively (e.g., Eqn. 1). References to equations in the text should use this format (e.g., Eqn. 1).
Abbreviations
Avoid abbreviations in the title and abstract unless they are necessary for clarity. If used in the main text, all abbreviations should be expanded upon their first occurrence. The abbreviation "et al." must always be italicized.
CONCLUSION
The conclusion of a research paper should briefly summarize the main findings, highlighting their significance and relevance to the research question. It should interpret the results in the broader context, explaining their implications for the field, theory, or practice. The conclusion must acknowledge the limitations of the study, suggest directions for future research and  should end with a strong statement.
Funding and Acknowledgment: 

The authors should acknowledge any financial support received during the research process. For instance, if the research was funded by a specific organization or grant, it should be mentioned here. Similarly, acknowledgment of any collaborators or institutions that contributed to the research must also be included.
Ethics Statement:
This section should indicate whether ethical approval was needed for the research. If no ethical approval was required (for example, in studies involving only plants or inanimate objects), this should be clearly stated.
Originality and Plagiarism:

Authors must confirm that their manuscript is an original work. If any parts of the manuscript have been previously published, proper citations should be provided. Plagiarism in any form is unacceptable.
Consent for Publication:
All authors must agree to the content of the article and its publication in the journal.
Competing Interests:
Authors should declare any potential conflicts of interest, financial or otherwise, that could affect the research or its interpretation.
Data Availability: 

It is essential to mention where the data supporting the manuscript’s conclusions can be found. If the data is included within the manuscript, this should be stated. If additional data is required, contact information for the corresponding author should be provided.
Author Contributions:
Clearly define each author’s contribution to the research and writing of the manuscript. For example, who conceived the research idea, who performed experiments, who wrote the manuscript, etc.
REFERENCES
In each section of your manuscript, include pertinent references, ensuring they are fully cited in the reference list. Avoid citing unpublished works and abstracts. Organize references alphabetically by the authors' last names and, within the same author(s), chronologically. Do not number the references. Adhere strictly to the specified punctuation style:
1. Author Names: Separate each author's name with a period. For multiple authors, list all names, separating them with periods, and connect the last author's initials with 'and' without spaces.
2. Year of Publication: Place the publication year immediately after the author's name(s) without parentheses.
3. Article Title: Do not enclose the article title in double quotation marks.
4. Journal Title: Use only the standard abbreviation of the journal's name, italicized, followed by a period.
5. Volume and Page Numbers: Present the volume number in bold, followed by a colon, and then the page range.

Formatting guidelines
1. Use of Abbreviations: The abbreviation “et al.” should always be italicized in the manuscript.
2. Spacing Requirements: Always use a single space between numbers and their units (e.g., 3 kg). The same applies for units like mL, and when using temperature, leave a single space between the number and the degree symbol (e.g., 30 °C).
3. Standardization of Units: Make sure to use SI units where applicable, and for consistency, only standard abbreviations should be used.
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
